1. INTRODUCTION

This document is intended to communicate the standards and guidelines to be followed by the tenants
occupying the commercial units from Vinares Commercial - Lot 20507, 20508, 20509. All commercial units
should be built as per the approved drawing applied to this guideline. This guideline is applicable to all

commercial units in Vinares Commercial area.

2. GENERAL

e Frontage refers to the front side, towards the main road side, where entrance to the unit is located.

e Drawings refer to the drawing document, that should be submitted to HDC for design approval of the

given unit.
e Tenantis advised to check the given dimensions on site if required.
e Any physical development works should be carried on site, after the drawing approval only.

o If there are any design changes after the initial design approval, tenant should submit revised drawings

or as-built drawings for re-approval.

3. DESIGN GUIDELINE

e The predominant material for facade shall be frameless glass. This is to ensure liveliness of the

commercial area, uniformity of the front facade and providing visibility to the commercial activities.
e Tenant can use black coloured framing if required.
e The front clear glass can be finished with stickers/ frosted sticker according to the usage and branding.
e Avroller shutter door (black coloured) can be used to close at the end of business hours.
e Minimum height of the entrance door should be 2.1m.

o All units must have disability access of 1:12 slope & strictly not more than 1:10 gradient, provided within

the units. The ramp should be shown in the floor plans.

e Business name boards can be installed on the allocated building facade locations for business name
boards, with a dimension of 1000mm in height and length of the given unit's frontage length.

e Each business is allowed to install 1 business logo or name board of 600x600mm board, projected from
the given unit facade to the corridor at a height of 2.2m. No projection is allowed on the unit facade,

from corridor finished floor level to 2.2m height.

e All AC outdoor units should be installed in the service corridor given at the backside of the given
commercial unit. AC drain pipes should not be left without connecting to a floor drainage or a soak pit.

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Figure 3: Typical commercial floor plan with 17200mm wide service corridor behind. (marked in red)

e A dome type security camera is allowed to be placed on the facade of the given unit if required.
e Waste management area must be given in all units with multiple bin space for waste segregation.

o If there are any existing building services layout (pipes, ducts, electrical wire trays. etc) installed within

the given unit, access to these service layouts should be provided when making the unit finishes.

e Any mechanical equipment (such as dumbwaiters, kitchen hood and exhaust) proposed to install on the

building structure; a product specification should be submitted to HDC for review and approval.

e Proposed kitchen hood and exhaust system must be a product with odour control and grease trap

incorporated.
o Kitchen exhaust exit should not face directly to the pedestrian passing nearby.

e Tenants should propose a full height partition/ boundary wall (made in masonry blocks), for the units

with no existing boundary wall on site.
e Tenants can demolish/modify the existing block walls built within the given unit as per their design.

e The tenant should be responsible for any damages occurred to the property and/or its users in installing
/ modifying any component of the unit.
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4. DRAWING REQUIREMENTS

Unit design drawings should be submitted to HDC for design approval. Below are the minimum requirements
for design approval.

e. Floor finished levels

f.  Exterior and Interior finished materials. (Submit material specifications if required)
e Exterior & interior elevations (preferably with finishing labels)
e Minimum 1 section through the unit with floor finished levels.
e Door and window schedule (Specify materials and colour)

e Services drawings fit to guidelines set by relevant authorities and approved by them (if approval is
required by the relevant authorities).

c. Plumbing layout (Fresh water, grey water & WC pipe layout)

d. Ventilation layout (AC outdoor unit location and drain pipe should be shown)

e Units which require firefighting layout should have MNDF approval stamped on the submitted
drawing.

e Structural drawings, if any such changes are proposed (should be signed by a Certified Structural
Engineer).

e Electrical load calculations should be submitted for the units which use high voltage, such as (but not
limited to) supermarkets, cafe’s, restaurants etc.

e The load calculations submitted should be, signed by a registered professional from the relevant
authorities.
